lanceolate shaped spikes, low number of productive tillers and medium seed weight of 100 

grains.  

2. ICMH356: It has distinguishing characters like presence of anthocyanin colouration of first 

leaf sheath, spreading growth habit, medium leaf sheath length, medium blade length, narrow 

blade width, presence of node pubescence, purple node pigmentation, whitish inte rnode 

pigmentation, partial spike exsertion, small spike length, absence of spike bristles, conical 

shaped spikes, medium number of productive tillers and very bold seed weight of 100 grains.
