As per the order dated 8t March, 2021 of Hon'ble Supreme Court of India in Suo Motu
Writ Petition (Civil) No. 3 of 2020, the period from 15.03.2020 till 14.03.2021 shall stand excluded
while computing time limit. In case where the time limit set in a given matter of an application
has expired during the period between 15.03.2020 to 14.03.2021, the same stands extended upto
90 days from 15.03.2021 and in those cases where the actual period for expiry of the limit is
greater than 90 days, the same stands extended for the balance period as provided in the
statutes.

Accordingly, based on the above-said order of the Hon’ble Supreme Court, the time
limit for all the proceedings under the Act and Rules (other than time limit for registration of
extant varieties in respect of which public notice No.5 of 2021 has been issued) would be as
follows:-

safeguarding national food security and agricultural sustainability. Accordingly, in cases of submission
of Seeds or propagating material along with the application form the following shall be adhered
to strictly: -

a. The minimum seed quality standards as fixed by Central Government as per the Seeds Act
(1966) or its amendments, if any, need to be maintained while supplying the seed along with

the certified authentic data generated by self or third party as per standard protocols

b. In case the material is imported, certified data on SPS tests while importing and after

guarantine clearance

c. In case of perennial or tree species or commercial crops, authentic third party certification or a
self declaration that the submitted variety is free of any litigation in India or in the country

from where applied for protection, on any of its traits or its ownership claims

d. In case of those crop species where the national level evaluation system and guidelines for host
resistance/tolerance testing for qualifying a variety suitability for release/ cultivation are set
up or prescribed by the Indian Council of Agricultural Research ICAR under Department of
Agricultural Research & Education of the Ministry of Agriculture & Farmer’s Welfare,
certified information from the concerned national agency that the variety meets minimum
level threshold with respect to resistance/tolerance to pests and diseases identified as
threat to national food security or crop sustainability in the country or specific regions as
the case may be.
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The concerned Ministries/ Research Councils of Central/State Government shall
necessarily notify the Authority as and when such mandatory qualifying standards are setup in
any plant species.
